WINTER PREPARATIONS

Winter will be here soon.  Homeowners are reminded that winter weather requires extra care.  Snow and ice, can cause significant hazards on Kenmure roads.  It is not possible to keep all roads completely free of slick conditions.  Even after roads are cleared, they can ice up due to thaw/freeze situations where melting snow/ice cover a road with water just before a refreeze.  Light rain during the day will turn to black ice after dark.   In cold weather, anticipate slick spots regardless of advertised road conditions. We recommend driving slowly if you suspect slick conditions.

Winter Storm Management procedures are specified in KPOA Rules & Regulations (KRMC 07).  Sources of information regarding our road conditions are the Kenmure Emergency Information Line (696-8805), the Emergency Notification emails, and the Emergency Notification phone messages.  The Emergency Notification phone message is used only for Condition RED (Kenmure roads are CLOSED). 

The best winter tip Road Maintenance can offer is to STAY HOME as a storm approaches or during a storm.  Vehicles on the roadway complicate road clearing.  Frequently the snow starts between 8:00 PM and 8:00 AM, a time when most of us are home anyway.  However, with aids like the Internet, the Weather channel, and radar pictures, it is fairly easy to determine when the snow might start.  Don’t go out if it is close.  If you must go out, e.g. to catch a planned flight, consider leaving before the storm hits, and if necessary, spend the night before in a motel near the airport.  

Additionally, be prepared with supplies at home.  Most of us have enough food and other provisions to keep us well and happy for a few days.  In the winter, it is doubly important to make sure you have a week’s supply of what you will need in case of a storm.  Medicine is one essential.  If you do leave home with pets in residence, make sure that they have food and water to last a day or two, or give a key to a neighbor. And finally, be prepared with supplies in your car.  In addition to tire chains, have a hat, warm gloves, boots, and an extra coat in your car.  For Kenmure residents, the right clothing and shoes can be a big help, in case you have to walk home in the snow.

Fletcher Grading Contractors will be plowing and treating Kenmure roads this winter.  Roads are cleared and treated according to their priority as established by the RMC.  The first priority is to keep the main roads passable for emergency vehicles.  Fletcher  therefore cannot clear residential driveways or assist stranded vehicles.  The following contractors may be willing to plow private drives if you contact them before the snow season:  Jeff Dillon, Lawn and Landscaping (243-4196) and Mark Gmyrek, Pro-Scape (243-5255).

Plowing snow-covered roads sometimes leads to mailbox damage, from either the plow or accumulated snow. According to KPOA Road Maintenance Rules and Standards, should a mailbox conforming to the described standards be destroyed during ordinary RMC maintenance of the road and ROW, RMC will reimburse the property owner up to $100 for a replacement mailbox.  Other Right of Way (ROW) damage incident to road clearing is the responsibility of the individual property owner for improved ROW.
